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The L150A is a floor-standing loudspeaker system that
exhibits exceptional accuracy and outstanding deep
bass performance. Each component is designed to
provide extended power-flat frequency response, con-

trolled dispersion, wide bandwidth, and high efficiency.

Technical highlights of the L150A include the unique
design of the low frequency magnetic structure, a
design that dramatically reduces distortion; a high
frequency dome radiator with exceptionally smooth
frequency response; and a high resolution dividing
network that offers improved transient definition. The
impressive sound of the JBL L150A belies its modest
size; the slim, columnar design occupies little floor space
and will fit comfortably into any home environment.

The amplifier or receiver should be turned off before
making any loudspeaker connections.

To connect loudspeaker systems placed up to 15 m
(50 ft) from the amplifier, 1 mm (#18 AWG) insulated
wire (ordinary household lamp cord) is the minimum
size recommended. For greater distances, heavier wire
is desirable: 1.3 mm (#16 AWG) for distances up to
30 m (100 ft), and 1.6 mm (#14 AWG) for distances
up to 60 m (200 ft).
